Part I:  Auding. 
 (рекомендуемая продолжительность выполнения задания -15 мин.)
Рекомендации по выполнению заданий
Задание по аудированию состоит из высказываний  восьми человек (8 заданий). На выполнение заданий отводится 15 минут, в которые входит и внесение ответов в ответные листы.

Задание по аудированию – прослушивание высказываний разных людей на различные темы. После прослушивания (каждое высказывание звучит 2 раза) участникам предлагается из трех вариантов ответа на вопрос или продолжения предложения выбрать один, который точнее всего передает содержание соответствующего сообщения.

По тематике данные высказывания предлагают обсуждение тем общего характера, представляющих интерес для молодежи; выбранные тексты представляют собой монологи и диалоги. Речь говорящих четкая, находится в пределах литературной нормы; темп речи  естественный. В текстах может содержаться до 2-3 % незнакомых слов, незнание которых не должно препятствовать пониманию текста и выполнению заданий по тексту.

Критерии оценивания: за каждый правильный ответ дается 1 балл.

(рекомендуемая продолжительность выполнения задания -45 мин.)
Рекомендации по выполнению заданий
Конкурс понимания письменного текста состоит из двух частей. Первая часть представляет собой текст, к которому предлагается 13 заданий. Ко второму тексту предлагается 7 заданий. Во всех заданиях требуется выбрать один (правильный) ответ из четырех ответов (a, b, c, d).  Нумерация заданий сплошная – от 1 до 20. За каждый правильный ответ начисляется один балл. Максимально возможный результат в данном конкурсе - 20 баллов.

Text 2

1        When beginning writers ask me whether they should take a short-story course, I  2  tell them yes, because I feel it cannot do them any harm and it might do them some   3  good. If nothing else, it sets them to writing regularly.

4          Eighty-five per cent  of the students of every writing or story course consists of 
5   frustrated and utterly talentless folk who are lured by the gold in them thar hills* and 6  the apparent ease with which successful writers appear to be able to tap the vein.        7  They may be encountered in the extension courses year after year, hopefully but        8   unsuccessfully pursuing the chimera**. The simple truth is that they are neither        9   writers nor story-tellers and never will be, if they go to school for a hundred years.

10         Where a man has a natural talent for expressing himself in the written word,          11   originality and a good recording ear for reproduction of the speech of others, these 12  classroom sessions unquestionably, to my mind, can help him. They frequently     13  provide short cuts and save time. If he must struggle and suffer and learn by himself 14  what to do and how to do it, at least he can acquire there a foundation in what not to   15  do.

16         I never heard of a writer coming to any harm in such a class and in 1948 when I 17  was asked by Columbia University whether I would teach an advanced short-story 18  class in the extension school I accepted on condition that I be allowed to choose my 19  students on the basis of some submitted work. I didn’t want to waste time on the   20   hopeless ones.

21          I worked for a year with a bright, talented group and oddly enough experienced 22  here the thrill of success which had eluded me when I was a student. Several         23 members of my class sold stories to magazines either during or immediately after the 24  course. I am sure they would have sold them anyway, but the pleasure of having    25  assisted at their incubation to development was inescapable. I gave up teaching      26  because I couldn’t bear to be tied down to the academic year.

Рекомендации к выполнению заданий
Первое задание состоит из 12 предложений с пропусками, которые необходимо заполнить, выбрав единственно правильный ответ из четырёх предложенных. Это упражнение на знание видо-временных форм глагола, употребление слов и выражений, предполагающее альтернативный выбор лексических и грамматических единиц в зависимости от контекста.

Второе задание содержит текст, представляющий собой связное повествование. Вам необходимо, оперируя пониманием текста, опираясь на знание грамматики английского языка, определить правильность построения предложения, найти лишнее слово, если такое имеется, в каждой линии текста. В задании не даются варианты ответа. Лишние слова принадлежат к различным частям речи – предлоги, существительные, глаголы, наречия. 

Третье задание состоит из 13 предложений с допущенными в них ошибками. Слова и выражения возможных ошибок подчеркнуты и обозначены буквами 
(A, B, C, D). Вашей задачей является определить лексическую или грамматическую ошибку в предложенном высказывании.

Каждый правильный ответ лексико-грамматического теста оценивается в 1 балл. Максимальное количество баллов, которое можно получить за  данное задание – 40.
